Metro Chamber Seeks Your Input 
Proposed Sacramento Business Operations Tax Increase 

 
The City of Sacramento is proposing a 75 percent increase in the tax rate on businesses operating and doing 
business within the city limits. The City Council is set to vote July 13 whether to put the proposal on the 
November ballot for approval by a simple majority of voters. 
 
At the end of the three-year phase-in period, the new annual BOT tax would be 70¢/$1,000 of gross revenue.  
The maximum tax increases from the current $5,000 cap to a new cap of $50,000 annually. 

Metro Chamber CEO Matt Mahood testified before the City Council recently, in opposition, saying "We want to 
be part of that process. But we want to have input in developing a comprehensive solution to solve the city's 
budget issue--both revenue and expenses."  Read full remarks here.
